Flufly's product, in addition to the operator colloquially referred 1o as Mr Flufy.

* NSW Healths records indicate that a different contractor is known o have used this material in South Western Region
of NSW and perhaps other areas n the late 60's, Our records do not provide any details about that contractor. The South
West Region PHU notified all councis in the southwest region in August 1991 asking them 1o notiy ratepayers of the
possivilty of loose fibre asbestos having been used in their homes. Councils were advised that it undisturbed the fibres do
ot constitute a "public healt” proble provided that the structural integrity of the roof space is not breached and that
residents should be advised not o enter thei roof spaces should they think it may be contain asbestos.

May I also check if there will be any comment regarding the subsequent enquiry of loose-fil asbestos insulation instaliation
in Sycney andor the specific company referred 1o in my email dated 14/05/2014.

* NSW Health is unable to comment on the document provided on 14 May 2014, as a thorough search of our available
records does not indicate any information about the specific company referred 1o in the email. NSW Health suggests that
the journalist should seek further information from the agency from which this document originated.
