I don't know who you spoke to but | agree there were a couple of occasions where | may
have been upset at the lack of interest of some. Most however have been very keen to
have me on. In a nearly 50 year career as a fairly polarising entertainer,there will be
always be those who Don't get it. Some who dislike your humour,some who find you
offensive,some who miss the irony some who think you are rude,some who dislike your
Zionist affiliation which | have been upfront about. | would never describe my behaviour
as disgraceful but that is an opinion based on other opinions. It is not objective.
