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Activity: Apply and Analyse  
The end of Ramadan is marked by a big celebration called Eid-ul-Fitr, the Festival of the Breaking of the 

Fast. Students research the special events that occur during this celebration. The following questions can 

guide their research: 

 

• What special events happen during Eid-ul-Fitr? 

• How do the celebrations differ around the world? 

• What foods are eaten during this celebration?  

• What special clothing is worn? 

 

Encourage students to find or draw images that reflect the end of Ramadan. They can then display their 

learning in an interesting way. 

 

• What values does Ramadan encourage or teach? For example, compassion and respect. Create 

images that symbolise the values that are an important part of Ramadan. Students can display their 

images in the classroom. 

• Why learn about Ramadan? How does learning about it help us understand difference and 

tolerance? Write a short explanation and present it to the class. 

 

       
 

Activity: Evaluate and Create  
• Create a picture book that teaches children about Ramadan. Include information about what 

Muslim people remember and celebrate during Ramadan and the important activities performed. 

Include information about the end of Ramadan, Eid-ul-Fitr. 
 

• Make a card for Ramadan or Eid-ul-Fitr using geometric patterns, buildings or images of the 

crescent moon and star. Be mindful that Islamic religious art does not include images of people or 

animals. To many Muslim people it is not acceptable to draw life-like images of people or animals.
