What to include in your submission

include:

1) A covering letter that addresses the following —
e How you came to write the book;

e The market for your proposed book and how your proposed book fits in to the market;

e List similar books that are already in print and explain how your proposal differs from
existing books in the market;

e List any additional markets that your proposed book could sell in, besides bookstores;

e How you would promote your book, including any of your relevant media or corporate
contacts or other contacts that would help us publicise and market your book.
2) A synopsis of your proposed book.

3) Your current CV.

4) Three chapters (not necessarily consecutive) or at least 50 pages on white A4 paper, double
spaced, not bound.

5) A stamped, self-addressed envelope or postpak for the return of your material. If this is not
supplied, your material will not be returned.

Do not send original
illustrations or photographs.
